This
older population structure results in a relatively high dependency ratio for the district.

0 Theproportion ofchildrenvaries across the respective municipalities and areas, ranging from
7.3% in Parry Sound Centre to 25.9% in the French River Reserve.

Sundridge is considered a lawutlier with a relatively small core working population of 47.7%.

Given that Parry Sound and South River are population centres, their small proportion of core
workers is somewhat surprising (Powassan is another population centre which also has a
relatively small, core working aggroup of 52%). Generally, this indicates that aathputhalf

the population in these respective population centraay be inthe work force.

The proportion ofsenior citizeng the district ranges from just 7.1% in the Shawanaga Reserve
to 28.9% in Sundridge.

The unincorporated area of Parry Sound Centre is a high outlier, with senior citizens
representing onghird of the population. Whitestone, McKellar, Magnetawan and the
Archipelago also have a relatively large number of senitiscomprise over 27% of the
respective populations.
